Vol 6 # 1 Badgley Mischka Mark Badgley and James Mischka started Badgley Mischka in 1988, and Hollywood has embraced their glamorous confections ever since. In 1993, Badgley Mischka joined forces with Escada, a financial boost which took  them to the next level as they launched their bridal collection. The Iconix brand group acquired the company in 2004, and the label introducied sportswear in 2007 and swimwear and footwear in 2008. The duo continues to bring elegant allure to every aspect of a well-heeled life.  
Vol 6 # 2 Emanuel Ungaro For over 35 years, Emanuel Ungaro was on a quest to seduce women. Spring 2001 was the last time Ungaro took a solo bow on his runway. In Fall 2001 Ungaro came out on the runway with his young protégé, Giambattista Valli. The young Italian was subsequently credited with bringing a fresh view to the house. After 6 years, Valli’s contract was not renewed. Valli has been succeeded by Vincent Darre, Peter Dundas, and Esteban Cortazar.
Vol 6 # 3 Alber Elbaz Moroccan-born Elbaz moved to New York City at the age of 26 to work for Geoffrey Beene, and left New York in 1997 to design for Guy Laroche. Within a year, he caught the eye of Yves Saint Laurent and Pierre Berge, and was asked to design the pret-a-porter for YSL. With the unexpected sale of YSL to the Gucci group in 1999, Elbaz was out of a job. In 2001 Elbaz found himself at the dusty house of Lanvin. His style has evolved into a combination of free-form creativity and refined couture techniques.
Vol 6 # 4 Halston Part II Halston’s clean simple lines put American fashion on the international map. The list of famous faces who wore Halston was extensive.  But after his death in 1990, his namesake label has struggled under different designers and has been re-launched several times, with the most famous occurring in 2008 after being purchased by Hollywood executive, Harvey Weinstein. Recently Sarah Jessica Parker and designer Marios Schwab have been enlisted by Weinstein to help revitalize the label.
Vol 6 # 5 The Queen of Seventh Avenue, Donna Karan has built her brand by concentrating on the needs of women on the go. Karan began her career at Anne Klein, and in 1985, with the help of husband and business partner Steven Weiss, founded her own label, introducing her landmark “seven easy pieces.” Her belief in chic and easy dressing has stayed at the heart of Karan’s design philosophy. For over three decades, Donna Karan remains at the top by focusing on making the process of getting dressed simple and luxurious. 

Vol 6 # 6 DKNY DKNY embraces the essence of New York. In 1989, in search of the perfect jeans and wishing to offer clothing for her daughter Gabby, Donna Karan launched DKNY. She sought to address the multi-tasking lifestyle of young urbanites. Calling DKNY “the pizza to Collection’s caviar,” Donna Karan was one of the first high-end designers to merge affordability and fashion. After 20 years, DKNY is still one of the most sought-after contemporary labels.

Vol 6 # 7 Baby Phat Kimora Lee Simmons married hip-hop mogul and Phat Farm owner Russell Simmons and started Baby Phat. After an amicable divorce in 2009, the mother of three is now at the helm of the multi-million dollar lifestyle brand. The former runway model turned fashion designer brings the bling and creates the new American Dream through her Baby Phat label. 

Vol 6 # 8 Zac Posen Zac Posen is recognized for his love of tailoring, attention to detail, and appreciation of the history of fashion. After stints at Nicole Miller, Tocca and the Metropolitan Museum of Art, Posen was educated at Central St. Martins in London. The 21 year-old designer put on a show in a synagogue on New York’s Lower East Side in 2002. In 2004, Posen received the Perry Ellis Award for Womenswear and took on partner Sean “P Diddy” Combs.  His label is a must-wear for celebrities, models and international it-girls.  
Vol. 6 # 9 Jil Sander Known as the “Queen of Minimalism,” German designer Jil Sander’s strong, modern sensibility and luxe fabric choices won her critical and commercial success.  Her distinct combination of masculine and feminine design elements crafted looks that were powerful but subtly sexy at the same time.  Though Sander left the label that bears her name, it still lives on, earning critical acclaim for the conceptual and sculptural designs by Raf Simons.
Vol. 6 # 10 Olivieer Theyskens Belgian-born designer Olivier Theyskens launched his first collection in 1997 after abandoning his studies at the famed La Cambre School of visual arts in Brussels.  He quickly became known for his gothic glamour. In 2002 Theyskens took over at the house of Rochas, a dusty maison in need of a fresh, youthful eye, and his dramatic, and now more romantic collections, were received with acclaim.  However, in 2006 Proctor & Gamble closed the house. Theyskens quickly found a new home at another venerable maison, Nina Ricci, but suffered a similar fate at that house in 2009. After his experiences at Rochas and Nina Ricci the fashion community wondered what the shy young designer’s next move would be and whether he would stay in fashion. Theyskens says he was born with the “fashion gene” and can’t imagine doing anything else.
Vol. 6 # 11 Gucci Part I What began in Florence in the 1920s as a small family-owned leather goods business quickly because the pioneering symbol of Italian craftsmanship and style throughout the world.  Gucci was and is the ultimate in luxury goods for the influential and famous. The label was the epitome of high style until the late 1970’s when bad business decisions and family disagreements brought the company on the verge of bankruptcy. Tom Ford and Domenico de Sole were brought in and transformed Gucci into a fashion powerhouse in the 90s, adding emphasis on sex-appeal and turning the label into the most talked about and most desired collection of the season.
Vol. 6 # 12 Gucci Part II After keeping Gucci at the top of the game for over a decade, in 2004, Tom Ford and Domenico de Sole – the powerhouse duo who revived the stale brand in the late 20th century – stepped down due to breakdowns in contract negotiations.  The fashion world was thrown into a tizzy, wondering who could step into their dauntingly successful shoes.  Designer Alessandra Facchietti was brought in to design womenswear.  She lasted two seasons, and was replaced by the then head of accessory design, Frida Giannini, who continues to keep Gucci on the fashion radar.
Vol. 6 # 13 Ralph Rucci Artisanal designer, Ralph Rucci has quietly reigned as master of American couture for more than twenty-five years. His ready-to-wear line is the ultimate in luxury. Rucci was born in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania and graduated from Temple University with a degree in philosophy. His artistic talent and philosophical vision are seamlessly translated into exquisitely crafted clothes. In 1994 Rucci re-launched his label as “Chado Ralph Rucci,” after the ancient Japanese tea ceremony of exacting steps, tranquility and austerity - similar qualities he seeks to reflect in his work. Rucci was the first American designer since Mainbocher to be invited by the Chambre Syndicale to show as part of the official Paris Autumn / Winter 2002 Haute Couture Collections. Sculptural, weight-less, and innovative, Rucci’s clothes are museum pieces, but to the reserved designer, they are just another language for a woman’s self-expression.
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Vol 5 # 1 Burberry Prorsum For more than a century the house was known for two things: durable trench coats and its signature plaid.  In 1997 C.E.O. Rose Marie Bravo hired Roberto Menichetti to bring a fashion edge to the label; in 2001 she replaced him with Christopher Bailey, a young man from Yorkshire .
Vol 5 # 2 Chloe Created in 1952 by Gaby Aghion, the house of Chloe projected a bohemian spirit from the very beginning.  In 1966, 28 year-old Karl Lagerfeld became head designer. He left in 1983 and Martine Sitbon spent 5 years at the helm. Lagerfeld returned in 1992 and stayed on until 1997.  Since then, a string of young designers have stepped in to continue the tradition, most notably Stella McCartney and then Phoebe Philo. Hannah McGibbon is now at the helm.
Vol 5 # 3 Carolina Herrera is a woman known for modern refinement and understated elegance – in her designs and her personal style.  In her own words, she “started late in life” launching her business in 1980 at the age of 40.  

Vol 5 # 4 Betsey Johnson had never planned on being a fashion designer, her exuberant style has rocked the fashion world for over 30 years. In the mid-1960’s Betsey was noticed for her quirky, home-made designs and was eventually hired as head designer of the hip boutique, Paraphanelia. Her trade-mark look is now universally recognized for its fun and girly edge.
Vol 5 # 5 Calvin Klein (In production) Klein became a household name in the 70’s when he decided to put his name on jeans, launching the designer jean craze of the next decade. Immediately identifiable for his clean lines and neutral palettes, Calvin kept the focus on modernity. In 2003, Calvin sold the company to Phillips Van-Heusen, and in 2004, Francisco Costa took over as head designer. 
Vol 5 # 6 Yohji Yamamoto  is one of the leading designers of our time.  at the forefront, the arrival of the Japanese designers in Paris heralded a darker, more somber aesthetic than the prevailing glitz of the era.  More than twenty-five years later, Yamamoto remains an innovative and intellectual force in fashion.  

5 # 7 Givenchy John Galliano made fashion history when he was appointed to the creative helm of Givenchy - the first British designer to ever head a French couture house.  After only two seasons, Bernard Arnault, the chairman of LVMH, decided that Galliano’s brilliance was needed to reinvent the house of Dior, the crown jewel of the conglomerate’s fashion empire. 
5 #8 Givenchy For over forty years, Hubert de Givenchy was devoted to making women beautiful. By designing clothes that combine simplicity with a touch of fantasy. In addition to a look back at both prêt-a-porter and haute couture collections, this episode completes the story of the master with a recent interview during which Givenchy reminisces on his career and life today. 
Vol 5 # 9 Proenza Schouler The gifted design duo behind the label Proenza Schouler, Jack McCollough and Lazaro Hernandez,  have been loved by the fashion world since their entire senior thesis project at Parson’s School of Design was bought by Barneys New York.  

Vol 5 # 10 Halston:  (1932- 1990) Roy Halston Frowick, known in the fashion world simply as Halston, was a designer devoted to simplicity and elegance.  He was American fashion’s first international superstar, with Newsweek magazine calling him “the best designer in America” in 1972.  The list of famous faces who wore Halston included Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis, Bianca Jagger, Elizabeth Taylor, and Liza Minnelli.  This program includes exclusive footage and interviews with Halston before his death in 1990.  In this special hour of Designer Marathon hear from the man in his own words.  
Vol 5 # 11  Tommy Hilfiger Born in the small town of Elmira New York, Tommy Hilfiger went on to revolutionize the classics with his famous “Tommy Twist.” America’s favorite flag bearer launched his label in 1985. Hilfiger’s irreverent take on Americana merged with a hip-hop attitude earned him instant street cred and global recognition. The self-taught designer offers everyone a piece of the American dream.
Vol 5 # 12 Moschino. Founded by Italian Franco Moschino in 1983, Moschino has always had an irreverent and playful take on fashion.  The whimsical designer was also interested in pop culture, often imbuing his collections with tongue-in cheek references, such as a T-shirt which depicted a television tuned to “Channel No. 5” - spoofing Chanel’s famous fragrance. After Franco Moschino’s untimely death in 1994, Rosella Jardini has served as the label’s creative director and has continued in Moschino’s imaginative footsteps since.
Vol 5 #  13 DSquared Toronto-born twin brothers Dean and Dan Caten debuted their menswear line, DSquared, in Milan in 1993. Building off of the momentum from their menswear, the duo launched their first womenswear collection in 2003.  Known for their outlandish runways and boldly sexual energy, the brothers’ stars have continued to rise, DSquared now has a partnership with Diesel and is expanding into accessories and cosmetics.
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V4#1 Geoffrey Beene From the moment he launched his line in 1963, American Geoffrey Beene garnered praise, honors, and awards for his sleek designs. With his medical background, Beene’s knowledge of the body and movement shaped his design aesthetic. He offered sportswear-influenced clothes with a couture-like cut.  Beene abhorred trends and instead, built each season on the last. Beene passed away in fall 2004, but his legacy lives on in the timeless fashions he created.

V4#2 Julien Macdonald London’s “King of Bling,” Julien Macdonald, found fame as a knitwear designer. His cobweb-like creations caught Karl Lagerfeld’s eye, who hired him to spin his gossamer-fine fantasies for Chanel and Lagerfeld from 1996-1998. Macdonald launched his namesake line in 1997, and his work has instilled high-octane glamour into London Fashion Week. In 2001, he was appointed chief designer at Givenchy in Paris, and remained at the house until 2004.  But all the while, he has continued to craft his signature brand of glitz in London. 

V4#3 Isaac Mizrahi Brooklyn-born Isaac Mizrahi has long been a fashion star. From the moment his first collection was snapped up by Bergdorf Goodman in 1986, he made his name with his signature use of color and wit. His high-energy shows revealed behind the scenes magic, and Hollywood glamour influenced him. In 2003, Mizrahi changed the face of fashion when he became the first high-end designer to create a signature line for a mass market retailer with his mega-successful collaboration with Target. His mix of accessible fashion and couture is his trademark.

V4#4 Stella McCartney For a young designer with the burden and benefit of a famous name, Stella McCartney’s start in business was inauspicious. Taking over the reigns of Chloe from Karl Lagerfeld would have been overwhelming for most, but for Stella, ignorance was bliss… In 2001 Tom Ford’s Gucci group offered Stella the chance to return to design under her own name. Over the last ten years, the young businesswoman and her chic brand have continued to grow.

V4#5 Narciso Rodriguez Narciso Rodriguez exploded onto the international fashion scene in 1997 with exquisitely tailored, sexy clothes for real women. With the backing of fashion giant, Liz Claiborne, in 2007, Rodriquez is poised to make a permanent mark on the fashion business.  

V4#6 Christian Lacroix Part 1 Haute couture was a dying business by the early 80s. A young man from the south of France planning to become a curator bucked the trend. Lacroix spent several years at Hermes but was designing for Jean Patou by 1981. It was fashion executive Jean Jacques Picart who spotted Lacroix’s talent. In 1987 Bernard Arnault gave him the chance to open his own haute couture house. Lacroix quickly developed an identifiable style.

V4#7 Christian Lacroix Part 2 Throughout the 80s and 90s, Christian Lacroix had established a look based on a beautiful mix of cultures and eras. As part of the LVMH group, it was no surprise when he was tapped to take over at Emilio Pucci. In 2005 the relationship between Lacroix and LVMH broke down and the house was bought by the US-based Falic group. Relieved of his Pucci duties, Lacroix was free to focus not only on his own ready-to-wear and haute couture collections, but also on side projects such as Air France uniforms, hotel and train interiors, museum exhibitions, and theater costumes. 

V4#8 Vera Wang Vera Wang brought style to the bridal industry Educated at Chapin, Sarah Lawrence College, and the Sorbonne in Paris, Vera was Vogue’s youngest fashion editor ever at age 23; a stint that lasted 16 years. From there, she went on to become a design director for Ralph Lauren. Vera entered the bridal business in 1990  garnering a 2005 CFDA Designer of the Year award.

V4#9 Antonio Berardi In 1995, the fashion spotlight landed on Antonio Berardi. Initially dubbed “the next Galliano,” Berardi has created a name for himself by injecting a sense of heritage into his work.  While his collections are often imbibed with religious symbolism, a result of his Roman Catholic upbringing, Berardi’s signature retains a certain sex appeal. Today, Berardi’s name has truly become an international one.
V4#10 Dries Van Noten has quietly captivated fashion lovers with his understated approach to dressing. The house does not advertise, yet for over 20 years Van Noten has cultivated loyal clientele and maintained control of his company, remaining independent in an era of behemoth conglomerates.  In 2008, the CFDA bestowed upon Van Noten the distinguished ‘International Award’, an acknowledgment of his quiet influence on fashion.

V4#11 Emilio Pucci Pucci passed away in 1991, just as his designs were being appreciated by a new generation. In 2000, his daughter Laudomia and her mother sold a majority stake in the house to LVMH. A series of creative directors were brought in to revitalize Pucci. In 2001 Julio Espada took over with uneven success. In 2002, Espada was replaced by Christian Lacroix after 3 seasons. Next was Matthew Williamson in 2006. In 2008 the house celebrated 60 years with a touring art installation paying tribute to the designer’s legacy.

V4#12 Gianni Versace Gianni left a design empire to his family who has continued the line and his legacy. This special program covers the scope of his two decades of work and is one of the world’s most comprehensive compilations of his runway presentations.

V4#13 Francisco Costa for Calvin Klein Since 1968, Calvin Klein’s uncluttered vision was embraced by legions of Hollywood’s best and secured his positions a premier American designer. In 2003, he sold the company for $430 million. Francisco Costa took the design reins, integrating the unmistakably clean aesthetic of Calvin Klein and taking the house to an elegant new level. Costa’s work earned him the admiration of his peers, winning him the CFDA award for womenswear in 2006 and again in 2008.
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V3#1 John Galliano: Part 1 When John Galliano graduated from London’s Central St. Martins School of Art in the early eighties. Early in his career, commercial success was elusive. Then, he was named head designer of Givenchy. In short succession, he was named to the even more prestigious position of creative director at the legendary house of Christian Dior. Once he had fashion powerhouse LVMH’s support, there was no stopping his creative brilliance.

V3#2 John Galliano: Part 2 As Creative Director at Christian Dior and part of the venerable LVMH, John Galliano now has a bank account that pays for an imagination that has no limits. His collections have drawn inspiration from Yemen tribes, Henry VIII, Bollywood, circus freaks, and Joan Crawford. Changing his own looks to coincide with the flamboyant themes of his collections, Galliano’s theatrics keep even the most jaded fashionistas on the edges of their seats.
V3#3 Alexander McQueen: Part 1 Before bursting onto the London fashion scene with his provocative collections, Alexander McQueen honed his tailoring skills on Savile Row. His skill was quickly recognized and he became a designer at Givenchy early in his career, which he helmed for several years before devoting full attention to his own label.

V3#4 Alexander McQueen: Part 2 Becoming an established name didn’t slow down this enfant terrible. Alexander McQueen continues to explore dramatic silhouettes ranging from the most fragile of dresses to structured and molded carapace-like corsets within the same poetic storyline. As his career builds, the fashion crowd anxiously awaits each upcoming chapter.
V3#5 Christian Dior: Part 1 The name Christian Dior is synonymous with luxury and glamour in the world of clothing, accessories, fragrance and cosmetics. Come to Paris to meet the master Dior himself in the early days of the house and see how the label has flourished under famous designers such as Yves Saint Laurent, Marc Bohan, and Gianfranco Ferre.

V3#6 Christian Dior: Part 2 When John Galliano, the “bad boy” of British fashion was brought over by LVMH’s Bernard Arnault to head Christian Dior, it was a dream come true. His incredible vision has flourished under the auspices of the legendary designer and the fashion powerhouse.

V3#7 Vivienne Westwood: Part 1 Vivienne Westwood with an enduring love of historical fashion but a keen eye for innovation, Westwood has consistently delivered clothes that both honor the female form and subvert societal notions of gender, eroticism, and politics.  

V3#8 Vivienne Westwood: Part 2 Over 3 decades in fashion, Vivienne Westwood is the queen of fashion with a message. A more refined hand is seen in later collections, achieving elegance without turning back on daring cuts and an avant-garde aesthetic. At over 60 years of age, this saucy dame is not slowing down or going soft.

V3#9 Yves Saint Laurent: Part 1 The work of French designer Yves St. Laurent has been hailed by fashion historians as a true design genius: the King of Fashion. He is credited with see-through blouses, women in pants, le smoking, and ethnic looks. Take a look at the illustrious career of one of the 20th Century’s most influential designers.  

V3#10 Yves Saint Laurent: Part 2 When St. Laurent retired in 2002, many feared the house would crumble without the master at the helm. However, a stellar lineup of designers has flourished in his wake. Starting with Alber Elbaz, then Tom Ford, and now Stefano Pilati, these designers have stayed true to the spirit of the house.

V3#11 Chanel (Karl Lagerfeld: Part 1) When the German designer joined Chanel in 1983, he returned the label to the peak of high fashion despite initial criticism by producing innovative variations on Chanel signatures. Before Lagerfeld, Chanel was a venerable name for society matrons. Since then Lagerfeld, Chanel has become a status item for fashionistas around the world.  
V3#12 Fendi (Karl Lagerfeld: Part 2) The house of Fendi looms large in Italian fashion. Adele Fendi started as a Roman fur and leather boutique in 1925. Karl Lagerfeld took the helm in 1965, steering Fendi towards mega-success with innovations in fur, fabric, and technology. When Lagerfeld linked the two Fs, the Fendi logo became a status symbol. Fendi is still a family business, and Silvia Fendi Venturini, Adele’s granddaughter, is responsible for the boom in accessories. In 1997, the Fendi baguette was the bag that launched a thousand trends. It’s Lagerfeld and Fendi’s casual approach to luxury that has kept the house on top.

V3#13 Lagerfeld Gallery (Karl Lagerfeld: Part 3) Quite possibly the most recognizable face in fashion and certainly the most prolific man in the business, Karl Lagerfeld is more fully exploring his own idiosyncratic style at the helm of his eponymous brand. How he does this while also creating sensational collections for Chanel and Fendi is what keeps the fashion world so understandably enamored of him.
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V2#1 Oscar de la Renta Oscar de la Renta is synonymous with glamour, elegance, and sophistication. His work is infused with sensuality but tempered with appreciation for clean lines that he gained while working as an apprentice under Balenciaga. He was the first American to design for a French couture house and has been many times by the Council of Fashion Designers of America. De la Renta is considered one of the true gentlemen of Seventh Avenue.
V2#2 Louis Vuitton The French house of Louis Vuitton, creating luggage since 1854, has grown into an international symbol of luxury.   In 1997, Marc Jacobs was appointed as creative director to develop the first ready-to-wear collection for the house. Jacobs has elevated the accessory brand to a must-see show on the Paris fashion circuit. He has helped modernize the label’s famous accessories by collaborating on handbag designs with contemporary artists such as Steven Sprouse, Takashi Murakami, and Richard Prince. 

V2#3 Sonia Rykiel Ten years have passed since Robert Altman attended the Sonia Rykiel show that gave him the idea for his film Pret-a-Porter, but Sonia’s clothes still continue to steal the scene. Without any formal training, this accidental designer has built a multimillion dollar empire after opening her first Paris boutique in 1968. Sonia’s daughter Nathalie is now the artistic director of the privately held fashion house.  

V2#4 Ralph Lauren For four decades, Ralph Lauren has created a brand that represents American elegance and classic tailoring. From the polo grounds of the Hamptons to the sandy trails of Santa Fe, Lauren’s true talent lies not only in seeing the gap and filling it, but in crafting a desire for a lifestyle and selling the wardrobe to match.

V2#5 Ferragamo Although founder Salvatore Ferragamo passed away in 1960, the Italian fashion house is still going strong thanks to younger generations. Ferragamo has expanded to accessories and ready-to-wear. 2007 was significant for Ferragamo as the company celebrated its 80th anniversary and prepared to go public. His wife Wanda happily insists that he would be pleased. Salvatore’s grandson James Ferragamo says Ferragamo will always be a family business. 

V2#6 Giorgio Armani Giorgio Armani has been dubbed the Rei di Italia. His reign began in 1975, and with the introduction of his unstructured jacket in the eighties, Armani revolutionized fashion and became a household name. The Armani look is unmistakable: understated elegance and the ultimate sophistication. The King is the go-to designer for Hollywood royalty, and his diffusion line, Emporio Armani, is as big a hit as his signature label. 

V2#7 Missoni Husband and wife team Tai and Rosita Missoni are the creators of vibrant knits and simple shapes: the hallmarks of the house of Missoni. Missoni introduced its first collection in 1958 to the delight of then-Vogue editor Diana Vreeland. Missoni gained international acclaim, and the company celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2003.  Angela Missoni, the company’s creative director, continues to take Missoni to new heights. Today, the label has expanded to include accessories, home accents, carpets, hotel chains, and more.  

V2#8 Michael Kors In 1981, Michael Kors formed his eponymous label devoted to chic and luxurious American sportswear. Kors studied at the Fashion Institute of Technology in New York and began working as a fashion designer and merchandiser at age 19.  Michael Kors has always had a long list of celebrity fans including Jennifer Lopez, Catherine Zeta-Jones, Gwyneth Paltrow, Sigourney Weaver, Liv Tyler, and Jessica Simpson. The Michael Kors empire now includes accessories, swimwear, menswear, and fragrance.  
V2#9 Valentino When Valentino Garavani was born in a small town in northern Italy, no one predicted that he would enjoy a fashion career spanning 45 years. Valentino dressed rock and royalty, staying true to elegance and beauty. He brought Italian couture to the international stage, and his retirement in 2008 was a magical end to a long run.   
V2#10 Hussein Chalayan graduating from the prestigious Central St. Martins School of Art, Hussein Chalayan quickly burst onto the avant-garde London fashion scene challenging designs. Chalayan approaches fashion as an anthropologist and philosopher.Chalayan explores culture and technology while producing beautiful and functional fashion.
V2#11 Bill Blass was the first American designer to achieve superstardom. At age 17, Blass came to New York and began his career on Seventh Avenue. Not long after beginning his work as a sketcher, World War II broke out, but Blass persevered. Bill Blass, Ltd. would go on to become a branding powerhouse with Mr. Blass at the helm for more than 30 years.
V2#12 Gianfranco Ferre Known as the “architect of fashion” for the sculpted shapes and structured design of his work, Gianfranco Ferre brought drama and elegance to the world of fashion. He replaced Marc Bohan at the helm of the French house of Christian Dior in 1989.

V2#13 Halston Roy Halston Frowick, known as Halston, was devoted to simplicity and elegance. He was American fashion’s first international superstar, with Newsweek calling him “the best designer in America” in 1972. The list of Halston devotees included Jacqueline Kennedy Onassis, Elizabeth Taylor, Bianca Jagger, and Liza Minelli. After his death in 1990, his label has struggled under different designers. Of several re-launches, the most famous occurred in 2008 under designer Marco Zanini after being purchased by Hollywood executive, Harvey Weinstein.

V1#1 Viktor & Rolf Dutch designers Viktor Horsting and Rolf Snoeren have taken the idea of the fashion show and turned it on its head to make their show one of the most anticipated events on the Paris schedule.  Each season, they continue to reinterpret the rules. Viktor & Rolf is now part of fashion’s top-tier luxury brands, with lucrative licensing deals and mass appeal.  

V1#2 Kenzo One of fashion’s most prominent travelers, Japanese Kenzo Takada made fashion fun for over thirty years. Kenzo’s ever-changing signature was always rooted in joy. 

V1#3 Jean Paul Gaultier Jean Paul Gaultier has been making headlines since 1976. Gaultier packs auditoriums with fans clamoring to see what ideas he will present next. His association with material girl Madonna and film legends like Luc Besson and Pedro Almodovar have cemented his place in pop culture. Having passed the half-century mark himself, Jean Paul Gaultier can no longer be called an enfant terrible.

V1#4 Todd Oldham In the 90s, Todd Oldham’s celebrity-studded show was the hottest ticket at New York Fashion Week. Oldham also designed a line for Warner Brothers, released a popular perfume, and worked with superstar fashion show director Kevin Krier to produce the most anticipated shows in NYC. 

V1#5 Marc Jacobs Plucked from New York City’s Parsons School of Design in 1984 to start his own line, Marc Jacobs—today’s king of all that is downtown cool. Fired by Perry Ellis in 1992 for his infamous grunge collection, he bounced back when Louis Vuitton appointed him Artistic Director in 1997. He oversaw the house’s first foray into clothing design, and has since continued to produce covetable creations.

V1#6 Donatella Versace Lavish parties, celebrity entourages, and miles of platinum blond hair fill the glamorous life of Donatella Versace. She personifies the daring, brazenly sexy brand built by her brother Gianni Versace. Sadly, it was Gianni’s tragic death in July of 1997 that catapulted Donatella to the helm of the Versace empire.  Donatella has perfected the show-stopping red-carpet gown and secured her role as one of the world’s top designers. 

V1#7 Anna Sui In 1980, Anna Sui launched her eponymous line from her Manhattan apartment. Sui made a name for herself with frou-frou dresses that married pop with antique. Her collections hit the catwalk for the first time in 1991, and she has been a fashionista favorite ever since, on everything from design to price point.

V1#8 Celine The house of Celine is synonymous with French elegance and luxury, with roots dating back to World War II. Fine leather accessories and classic sportswear designs are its heritage.  For more than 50 years, Celine was designed by creative teams, then in 1997, American designer Michael Kors brought new excitement to the brand. Today, designer Ivana Omazic points Celine toward the future.  
V1#9 Paul Smith With a bold palette and a cheeky wind, Paul Smith has become one of the most financially prosperous designers working in London. From his 25 year retrospective at London’s Design Museum to a personal tour of his Milanese boutique, Paul Smith’s whimsy has been a fundamental element of his success.
V1#10 Diane Von Furstenberg The iconic Diane von Furstenberg printed wrap dress is unique in its simplicity and the flattery it pays to women’s figures. She bears the title of princess since her marriage to Prince Egon von Furstenberg at age 22, Diane is remarkable for the candor with which she speaks about her role as wife, mother, grandmother, designer, businesswoman, and the newly elected president of the Council of Fashion Designers of America.

V1#11 Prada Prada is always ahead of the times, and her individual style is often translated into trends by her contemporaries. In 1992, Prada branched out with Miu Miu, followed by menswear line Prada Sport, and a lingerie line.  Miuccia’s influence on fashion is so great that she is a two-time recipient of the CFDA’s International Award.

V1#12 Roberto Cavalli Nothing is more inspirational to Roberto Cavalli than the feminine form. Recently, he has launched Just Cavalli, targeting young women with energy and attitude to burn.   

V1#13 Dolce & Gabbana Domenico Dolce and Stefano Gabbana launched their line in 1986 to international applause. In 1994, they launched D&G to help club kids find their personal style. It is no surprise that their sultry designs have earned them celebrity fans, and they’ve dressed Madonna and Kylie Minogue for concert tours.

V3#5 Anna Sui: Rockin’ Frocks With a retro rock & roll style, Anna Sui has graduated from downtown darling to serious fashion contender.

V2#5 Italy:  A Family Affair featuring the houses of Giorgio Armani, Fendi, Pucci, Missoni, and Ferragamo. From shoemakers in Florence to major fashion empires, fashion in Italy is all in the family.  

V2#6 Alexander McQueen: Britain’s Daring Designer His rise to fame began on Savile Row, home to London’s tailoring elite.. At London’s Central St. Martin’s College of Art, McQueen took his newfound knowledge and developed it with fresh creativity. McQueen’s private collection and creative direction at the house of Givenchy continued to lead fashion. His originality has spectators worldwide anticipating his every move.

V2#7 Bill Blass: An American Couturier Bill Blass was one of the first American designers to achieve superstardom. Utilizing only the most luxurious fabrics fashion has to offer, signature Bill Blass style entails vibrant colors, explosive prints, cozy sweaters, comfortable skirts, and the perfect little black dress.  

V2#8 John Galliano: Fabric and Fantasy This wild child was born Juan Carols Galliano in Gibraltar in 1960. He arrived in London at age six and graduated with Honors in 1984 from Central St. Martin’s School of Art. Inspired by the ultimate Italian woman and Dolce’s Sicilian heritage, their designs are unmistakably Mediterranean.
